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Special Student Status is designed for three types of students:

1. Those wanting to take a BOLD class for credit before deciding if they want to enroll in BOLD;

2. Those needing to take a course for college credit for another school; or

3. Those transferring into Biola University’s traditional undergraduate program and wanting to begin taking the Bible
requirements.

Bible classes may be taken only at Extension Sites other than La Mirada. Applicants must have earned an accredited high
school diploma and be prepared to take college-level courses.
